NEST BUILDIN

Desoription of ths Market Street SBchool House
A Model.

Thise schoolhouse 1z situsted on the north-west ocorner of
Third and Market Strzatl, the lot being 14&.#8 scuare;
the dbullding 18 71X96 feet, three atories high, built
of brick, with stone #ills snd string courses. The
exterior is finished in a bold and simple style, at
once in harmony with the purpose of the struocture, The
cornice 18 supported by brackets of massive proportions
and the treatment of the ocapoing of the third story
windows, the perforation of the cornioce friege, and the
bresks and pediments of the cornlice, under the architeo-
tural effect oftha strusture, are exoceedingly effective.
The principal front is on Market street. The sommanding
front entrance, with the large central window of the
seccnd and third storles, give great character to the
edifice. Indeed,ws must gsay, the great end to be
desired in the ereotion of every building has besn
strikingly exhibited. %The design at onos spesks 1%

a schoolhouse and nothing else, and while 1t 1s evident
that no woney has been squandersd on decorations and
architeotural display, still it is admitted on every
hand that the Market street schoolhouss is by no means
an unimportant oontribution to the arshitestural
embellishmant of our olty, and a atructure of whiash
every cltizen can be proud.

Teachers and visitors will enter the bullding by the
front entrance; the girls by the east gate; the boys
by the wedt gate. From these gates a broad brick
pavemsnt leads to a doubls flight of sione steps which
communicates with the side entrances. The area of
playground 18 mple and well arranged, snd the lot 1e
8o graded that it will ever he dxry and s0lld under the
hundreds of little feet that will make the most of the
play intervals of study. ’

The interior 1s divided into twelve schoolroomg--four
to esch story--separsted by wide =nd spacious halls.
Conneoted with each achool=room there is a wardrobe
room. The achool=rooms are completaly separ ted from
ench other by spacious halls or passageways. The
stalrs are located at the ends of the main hall; on the
platform of the main stalr-ocase, between the first and
geocond stories is located the prinoipald room, and on
the platform between the seoond and third stories is
the library; below the principal's room on the first
floor is the male teschers' wash-room, above the lidrary
is loc.ted the female teachers'! wash~room. Such is the
general arrangement of the interior. Each school-room
1s 26x37 feet; 1l feet high, with two sntrances--one for
visitors, opening direct on the main hall and the other
into the wardrobe room being the entrance for the
sgholars. The rcom 18 lighted by five windows on two
sldes; on the remaining two sides are the blackboards.
The walla are wainscosted with yellow pine varnished
Boards, alternating wide and narrow. The tsacher's
platform is 6x8 fest, raised eo that the tencher will
command a full view of the scholars st thelr deaks.

The windows are lofty and carrisd near the celling, for
the purpose of ventilstion. The ventlilation, however,
is not dependent upon this systen of securing fresh
alr, or passing off of the foul stmosphere. Over the
adjoining wardrobe rooms there is m airchamber, 26x85x5,
oommunicating with the schoolroom by two copenings 3xH
fert, furnished with Venetisn blinds, roliling slats, whioh
can be opened and shut & pleasure. fhia alr-chembar 1is
connested with the large ventilatora on the summit of
the roof by an air-shsft with a separate shaft, to each
school=room, At the top of the alr-ghafts ae trap-
doors, which can be thrown open in summer, 20 as to
draw a rapid current of alyr through the schoolroom, or,
during the winter can be closed so that only the

impure alr i3 drawm off. There ie¢ also in the rear

of the teacher's desk, s cold air-flue, controlled

by a valve register, to furnish the teacher with =

full uugply of fresh oool siy during warm and oppresive
days. t will fhius bHe seen that not only has provision
been made to smoure ventilation as a matter of health
but also on the socore of comfort.

The wardrobe rooms attached to each school-room are 6x21
feet, 9 feet high, connecting on one side dy a door
with the school=-room, and on the other with the ofoss hall

On one gide there are aglxty pigeon-holes for hie scholars
hats, lunoh-baskets, eto. Each one 1is numbered so that
the scholare can at onge find the one apnropriated to
them. On the other side is an umbrella-rack, with wster
trough at the bottom five fe=1t long to recelve the drip
of umbrellas on rainy days. AdJoining the umbrellas~
raock ie a basin with an ample supply of water from a
tank in the roof.

At the end of the wardrobe-room is the teacher's private
spartment 5x6 fe-t.

The two schoolrooms on the third floor fronting on
Harket street have double sliding doors, made %o run
haok into the wall so that the two school rooms and
intervening 2211 oan be thrown together, making an
apartment 33x66 feet.

The prinolpal's room 1s eo0 sarranged that while in his
geat he ocan ocommand a full view of the stairs, the firat
and second story halls, and the rear portion of the
playground. Esach scheolroom hag a speaking tube
communiocating with the prineipal's room.

The washrooms for male and female teaghers sre provided
with 21l requisite convenlences, and a full supply of
water.

The furnace and coal room is arched over wlith brieck to
render 1t perfectly fireproof. There will be four
large first-class hot air furnades connected by hot

alr pipes with each of the school rooms. The stalrcases
are killfully arranged to guard againet accldents. At
no plaoe oan a scholar fsll more than seven steps,
platforms being introduced so that the ascent is easy
and pafe. We were struck by the pervading neatness

of the finish of the interior. No money has been expendsd
in ornament or useless work, asnd yet the tonae of the in-
terlor finlah is slevatling and in gogd tsste, caloulated
tchhﬁve a beneficial influenoe upon ¥he minds of the
scholars.

Such are the leading features of Memphis first regular
schoolhouss. Its ocompletion will be halled with delight
by one and all. On every hand we hesr the pralses of the
school board for this step in the right direction.
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The whole achool board with thelr pogular and cultivated
chalrman deserve he gratitude of“fathers, mothers and
oltizena generally for thelr 4etermination to advanoe
the cause and ralse the standard §f education in our
midst. The commissioner from the FIrst ward has

gseocured the "well done" of all in North Memphis for

his unremitting labors in thsir hehalf, and the

building committee~~Dr. C. Fenner, N. J. Wiggln and

Dr. Bateman~-have crowned themselves with lasting honor
in 80 ably carrying out the trust committed to thelr
hands. There 18 possibly no one in Memphis so krenly allve
to the wvalue of 2 high standard in the educational
interests involved in the publie schools of Memphls

£8 Dr. Fenner. But few know the time and labor bestowed
b him with the architects in maturing the best possible
plan that should embody comfort sonvenlencs md good
taste, on the one hand, and on the other, produce a
building that should meet every demand of the teacher
and =cholar. He has done hla work falthfully ably
aagisted by his active and untiring associate, MNr.
Wiggin, and now he has the proud satlsfaction that hls
1aborg have received the unanimous approval and thanks
of every one h» the uniform assertion that Memphls hss
one of the beat aschoolhouses, as to plan, apartments

and fitness and yet the cheapest bullding for the

money expended, ever ereocted in ocur olity.

The building was planned and erectsd under he supervision
of Messrs. Jones & Baldwin, srohitects. The contraoct

was entered into May 13, 1871, with Messra. Juniper

and Wylie, contractors, who have falthfully compllied
with their sgreement. The subcontrastors are as follows:

The tetal cost of the building, with the grading of lot
pavements, eto., 1s $45,000. It will ncoommodate from
eight hundred and fifty to one thous:nd scholars.
